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Nowadays the main area of habitat for the jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) is located in the
South and Southeast Asia. The habitat located on the Caucasian Isthmus appears to be "undevel-
oped". The jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) lives in the Southeast Caucasus starting from the level of
the Caspian Seato 900-1 000 m of height above the sea level. The species is spread in the valley of
the river Kura to Gori and is unknown after Suram. The jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) can be no-
ticed in the valley of the river Araks to the longtitude of Alagyaz (Aragats). The species is common
along the coast of the Caspian Sea, especially near Samur and near the downstream of the rivers
Sulak and Terek, and it spreads further through the bulrushes along the Baer knolls into the delta of
the river Volga. Their favourite habitat is reed thickets, thorn bush thickets and thick lowland for-
ests near water bodies. The jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) inhabits mainly reed beds of plain water
bodies and desalted (reedy) plots of the coast of the Caspian Sea. It is regularly observed in the sub-
mountain area. (Yarovenko, 2001; Novikov, 1956; Dobrokhotov, 1939). The jungle cat (Felis
Chaus Guild) truly inhabits according to our data Karabudakhkentskiy and Kayakentskiy areas of
the Foothills and the surroundings of Makhachkala in the rocky biotopes of Narattyubinsky Range.

The jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) was listed as a rare species and included in the Red Data
Book of the Russian Federation in 1997. Consequently, a more detailed population census should
be performed.

The habitat of the jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) in the Republic of Dagestan according to our
data occupies about 25 % from the whole territory of the Republic which is, approximately, 1 250
thousand hectares. Although, the territory of a favourite places of habitat is significantly smaller.
Besides, the habitat of the jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) in the northern part of Dagestan (1005
thousand hectares) substantially exceeds the habitat in the southern part (245 thousand of hectares).

The population of the jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) as on 2013 is according to the data of the
Ministry of Natural Resources and Ecology of the Republic of Dagestan 307 animals. The number
shows that for the last 5 years it's a maximum of population of the jungle cat (Felis Chaus Guild) in
Dagestan. Nevertheless, as it is obvious from the diagram it's population fluctuates every year and
the reason for such fluctuations is not clear.
